	Thank you to Kay Martin for the alert to the latest phising scam.

Martie van Niekerk of Absa Fiduciary Services draws our attention to the latest phising scam which has been doing its rounds. The e-mail – purported to be from ABSA – with a very authentic looking address complete with ABSA graphics, and requests “verification of home address”.  You are advised NOT to open the link and certainly not to authenticate any information – DELETE it completely.

Unless you receive a formal notification from the Postmaster through your regular Absa Newsletter, ALL mails like this should be questioned. Please forward them to Martie van Niekerk - martiedt@absa.co.za , at which stage they will be sent to Absa's Information Security office for verification. It is quite impressive how professional these scammers are getting with their mails. It is therefore safer to question a mail, than to simply reply to it, especially where it involves ANY of your personal information as Absa will never require such information via e-mail or sms.

	Those who work closely with our President, Frances Lake, know that she is keenly interested in history.  Recently she came upon this extract about 19th century needlewomen and the philanthropic societies that were set up to help them:

The Association for the Aid and Benefit of Dressmakers and Milliners (est 1843)
Aimed to persuade the principal dressmaking establishments to limit work to 12 hours a day and to abolish Sunday work. 

The Society for the Relief of Distressed Needlewomen (est 1847)
Aimed to introduce fairer wages into the trade so they did not undercut the prices charged by other needlewomen.

The Milliner's and Dressmaker's Provident and Benevolent Institution (est 1849)
Offered needlewomen free medical advice and set up a fund to help them in their old age and at times of misfortune.

The Society of Dressmakers, Milliners and Mantlemakers (est 1875) was a needle working co-operative which began to fight for women's rights.

It is good to know that someone cared about these poor women!
